AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $211,192.19 FROM COUNTYWIDE INTERSECTION IMP. – INTERSECTION TO SOUTHBOUND RIGHT TURN LN. – MANDARIN ROAD TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION OF A RIGHT TURN LANE AT THE INTERSECTION OF SCOTT MILL ROAD AND MANDARIN ROAD, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-047; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO REDUCE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “CNTYWD INTERSECTION IMP & BRIDGE – REHAB – INTERSECTIONS AND PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “SCOTT MILL ROAD – SOUTHBOUND RIGHT TURN LN – MANDARIN RD.”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is a transfer from “Cntywd Intersection Imp & Bridge Rehab - Intersections” to the project entitled ““Scott Mill Road – Southbound Right Turn Ln – Mandarin Rd.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the design and construction of a right turn lane at the intersection of Scott Mill Road and Mandarin Road. The operational improvements with the right turn lane, crosswalk, sidewalk, and intersection sight distance improvement will help accommodate traffic at the intersection and in the area, reduce congestion, and allow for safer, more efficient travel.
 Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to  reduce funding for the project entitled “Cntywd Intersection Imp & Bridge Rehab - Intersections” and provide funding for the project entitled “Scott Mill Road – Southbound Right Turn Ln – Mandarin Rd.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in replacing critical transportation infrastructure. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.
