ORDINANCE 2019-90
An ordinance appropriating $110,670.00 FROM THE AIR POLLUTION TAG FEE FUND BALANCE TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION (EQD) TO PURCHASE MODEL T640 PM MASS MONITORS, A TWO-CHANNEL AUTOMATED CANISTER, AN AIR TOXIC STANDARD, AND AN OLACTOMETER PACKAGE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-054; providing an effective date.

Explanation of appropriation

The funding above is from the Air Pollution Tag Fee Fund balance.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) to purchase Model T640 PM Mass Monitors to replace three existing particulate monitors at the Mandarin air monitoring site with a single new technology monitor. This change from multiple PM monitors to a single new technology monitor has been approved and is recommended by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection. EQD will also purchase a two-channel automated canister, an air toxic standard, and an olactometer package.
