Bill Summary: This bill appropriates $84,600.00 from the Environmental Protection Board (EPB) Trust Fund to the EPB Trust Fund Operating Account to provide assistance to Groundwork Jacksonville (GWJ), Inc. in the development of a Habitat Restoration Plan for McCoys Creek, as initiated by B.T. 19-057; provides a carryover of funds through September 30, 2021; approves and authorizes the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Funding Agreement for McCoys Creek Natural Channel Restoration between the City of Jacksonville and GWJ; provides for City oversight by the Neighborhoods Department; and requires the submission of an annual report to the Jacksonville Environmental Protection Board.
Background Information: The restoration plan will provide a natural channel design and bioengineering treatments for restoring approximately 2.8 miles of McCoys Creek from Hollybrook Park to the St. Johns River. The funding helps to ensure that plans are completed to the 30% design threshold. GWJ will solicit private funding to get the plan to 80% or 100% design. Groundwork will submit the required annual report between September 15th through September 30, 2021 of each year.
