AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF THE DRAINAGE EASEMENT IN THE VICINITY OF VALIDUS DRIVE AND BURNT MILL ROAD ESTABLISHED IN PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, OFFICIAL RECORDS BOOK 3257, PAGE 957, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, AT THE REQUEST OF SENIOR CARE LIVING OF JACKSONVILLE, LLC, THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY CROSSED BY THE DRAINAGE EASEMENT; PROVIDING FOR APPROVAL SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the drainage easement in the vicinity of Validus Drive and Burnt Mill Road established in Public Records of Duval County, Official Records Book 3257, Page 957, in Council District 11, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a drainage easement at the request of Senior Care Living of Jacksonville, LLC, the owner of the property crossed by the remaining portion of the drainage easement (the “Applicant”). The majority of the drainage easement was abandoned pursuant to Ordinance 1999-1172-E, which also created a new realigned drainage easement south of the portion which was abandoned.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure and abandonment of the remaining portion of the drainage easement is being requested by Applicant because it is no longer being used as a drainage ditch and it encroaches upon the footprint of the assisted living facility building.  Applicant has paid the $516.00 easement with an encroachment application fee. The Right-of-Way and Stormwater Maintenance Division and the Engineering Division of the Department of Public Works have reviewed Applicant’s request and have no objections to the easement abandonment.  

Section 3.

Hold Harmless Covenant.
The closure and abandonment by the City of its interest in the easement is subject to the execution and delivery to the City by Applicant of a hold harmless covenant in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. Accordingly, the closure and abandonment of the easement shall not be recorded in the Public Records until execution and delivery to the City by the Applicant of the required hold harmless covenant.

Section 4.


Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
