AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $899,955.00 IN FUNDS FROM THE COUNTYWIDE ADA COMPLIANCE – PUBLIC BUILDINGS PROJECT TO THE ADA COMPLIANCE – PRETRIAL DETENTION FACILITY PROJECT TO BRING THE PRETRIAL DETENTION FACILITY INTO COMPLIANCE WITH THE ADA REQUIREMENTS MANDATED IN THE SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE AND THE CITY, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 19-059; AMENDING THE 2019-2023 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-505-E TO DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ADA COMPLIANCE – PUBLIC BUILDINGS” AND INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ADA COMPLIANCE – PRETRIAL DETENTION FACILITY”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2018-2019 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The appropriation above is a transfer of funds from the countywide ADA Compliance – Public Buildings Project to the ADA Compliance – Pretrial Detention Facility Project (the “Project”). Once the Project is completed, any unspent funds from this appropriation shall revert to the account listed in the reversion of funds section. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to bring the Pretrial Detention Facility (the “Facility”) into compliance with the ADA requirements mandated in the settlement agreement between the U. S. Department of Justice and the City. The Department of Justice determined that the Facility does not have accessible toilets, cells, and shower facilities to meet the needs of inmates with mobility disabilities. Per ADA standards for accessible design, at least three percent of the Facility’s total cells need to have accessibility features for individuals with mobility disabilities. The ADA repairs for the Project require work to be done on seven floors and require upgrades to 31 detention cells and 24 showers. The work includes modifications of selected detention cells, showers, and toilets to upgrade for current ADA deficiencies. The upgrades include restoring/modifying walls, base, trim, floor, toilet accessories, partitions, door frames, doors, hardware, glazing, plumbing work, mechanical work, electrical work, and all other improvements and repairs required to correct the deficiencies listed by the Department of Justice.   
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2018-505-E, being the 2019-2023 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the project entitled “ADA Compliance – Public Buildings” and increase funding for the project entitled “ADA Compliance – Pretrial Detention Facility.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary further delay in completing the work required by the Department of Justice as part of the settlement agreement with the City. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2018-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2018-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
