ORDINANCE 2019-152
AN ORDINANCE appropriating $486,061.70 from the tourist development TAX SPECIAL REVENUE FUND to FUND CONVENTION GRANTS AWARDED PURSUANT TO SECTION 666.108(B)(3)(VI) UNDER THE TOURIST DEVELOPMENT PLAN SET FORTH IN CHAPTER 666, ORDINANCE CODE, to SEPARATELY ACCOUNT FOR AND allow SUCH GRANT funding to carryover each year; purpose; AMENDING THE TDC FISCAL YEAR 2018-2019 BUDGET, SCHEDULE W OF THE ANNUAL BUDGET APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2018-504-E, TO AMEND THE CONVENTION SALES AND SERVICES PLAN COMPONENT BUDGET LINE ITEM TO ITEMIZE FUNDING FOR CONVENTION GRANTS; AMENDING SECTION 111.600 (TOURIST DEVELOPMENT TAX SPECIAL REVENUE FUND; DEVELOPMENT AND CONTINGENCY), PART 6 (ECONOMIC AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT), CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING CHAPTER 666 (DUVAL COUNTY TOURIST DEVELOPMENT PLAN), SECTION 666.108 (TOURIST DEVELOPMENT PLAN), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING THE TOURIST DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL GRANT GUIDELINES; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation. This ordinance appropriates $486,061.70 from the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund to separately account for convention grants awarded under Section 666.108(b)(3)(vi), Ordinance Code.
Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation above is to provide funding for Tourist Development Council convention grants awarded under Section 666.108(b)(3)(vi), Ordinance Code and allow grant funding to carryover to maximize the dollars available for convention grants rather than having those funds lapse.

Section 3.

Amending the TDC Fiscal Year 2018-2019 Budget approved by Ordinance 2018-504-E (City’s annual Budget).  There is hereby amended the fiscal year 2018-2019 budget for the Tourist Development Council by replacing Schedule W, approved by Ordinance 2018-504-E (City’s annual budget), with the Revised Schedule W, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, to itemize funding for convention grants.
Section 4.

Amending Section 111.600 (Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund; Development and Contingency), Part 6 (Economic and Community Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code.  Section 111.600 (Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund; Development and Contingency), Part 6 (Economic and Community Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to create a new account, in addition to the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund, and as amended shall read as follows:

CHAPTER 111 SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS

Sec. 111.600. – Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund; Development, and Contingency, and Convention Grants accounts.

(d) Convention Grants Account; expenditures.  There is hereby established, in addition to the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund, a separate account (“Convention Grants Account”) to receive funding allocations and appropriations to the Tourist Development Plan subcomponent for convention grant awards  described in 666.108(b)(3)(vi), Ordinance Code. Monies in this account shall only be used for convention grant awards.  Monies and interest appropriated into this account shall be for the purpose set forth herein and shall not lapse to the General Fund at the close of any fiscal year, but instead shall carry over into subsequent fiscal years. Subject to the availability of appropriated funds in this account, the Director of Finance and Administration, or his designee, is authorized and directed to make disbursements from this account upon receipt of the Tourist Development Council Executive Director’s written disbursement request accompanied by a copy of the Tourist Development  Council’s approved convention grant award.

Section 5.

Amending Chapter 666 (Duval County Tourist Development Plan), Section 666.108 (Tourist Development Plan), Ordinance Code.  Chapter 666 (Duval County Tourist Development Plan), Section 666.108 (Tourist Development Plan), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 666 DUVAL COUNTY TOURIST DEVELOPMENT PLAN

Sec. 666.108 – Tourist development plan.

 (b) Plan components. The Tourist Development Plan shall consist of the eight components described in Section 666.108(b)(1)—(8). Tax revenues shall only be expended on the services, activities and/or uses described in each component. The Tourist Council shall implement and administer the Plan in strict compliance with the Plan components. The Tourist Council shall not deviate from the Plan components and the services, activities and/or uses described therein in the implementation and administration of the Plan without City Council approval pursuant to a Plan amendment. The eight Plan components are as follows:

(3) Promotion of the City as a convention and meeting site. This component shall require the promotion and further expansion of the City as a convention and meeting site for tourists. The promotion services to be provided under this component shall include:

(vi) Convention grants. Convention grants payable to or on behalf of convention or conference groups or businesses as incentives for selection of the City as their destination for group or business conventions, conferences, or meetings in accordance with the Tourist Development Council Grant Guidelines approved by City Council. Convention grants shall be funded from the Convention Grants Account set forth in Section 111.600(d), Ordinance Code.

 (8) Promotion of the Jacksonville Equestrian Center. This component shall require the promotion of the Jacksonville Equestrian Center. The promotion services to be provided under this component shall be awarded through Equestrian Center Grants in accordance with the Tourist Development Council Grant Guidelines approved by Council. Equestrian Center grants shall be for: 

(i) Hosting events at the Equestrian Center that draw participants from outside the region (i.e., 150 of a 50 mile radius of the City); and 
(ii) Advertising an event to be held at the Equestrian Center through advertising and marketing campaigns in regional, national or international media.

(d) Development account; contingency Separate accounts established. 
(1) Development account. There shall be a separate development account ("Development Account") established, in addition to the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund, to receive the annual budgeted allocations, the unspent and unencumbered balances of appropriated funds allocated to the Plan components and subcomponents described in subsections (b)(1)-,(2)(3)(i)-(v),(4),(5) and (8) above at the end of each fiscal year, and any unallocated funds remaining in the special revenue fund at the end of each fiscal year. The development account shall only be used to fund the Plan component activities described in subsection (b)(6) (i.e., acquisition, construction, extension, enlargement, remodel or improvement of publicly owned convention centers, coliseums (e.g., arena) or auditoriums (e.g., performing arts center), or aquariums or museums that are publicly owned and operated or owned and operated by a not for profit organization and open to the public). The Development Account shall be created pursuant to Section 111.600, Ordinance Code, and any activities and projects funded from the account shall be approved by City Council. 

Additionally, a (2) Contingency Account. There shall be a separate contingency account ("Contingency Account") shall be established within the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund to receive the funding allocated to the Plan component described in subsection 666.108(b)(7) to be used for unforeseen opportunities of major significance to tourism in the City. The Development Account Contingency Account shall be created pursuant to Section 111.600, Ordinance Code, and any activities and projects funded from these account shall be approved by City Council. The Contingency Account shall be created pursuant to Section 111.600, Ordinance Code, and any activities and projects funded from the account shall be approved by City Council. 

(3) Convention Grants Account. There shall be a separate convention grants account ("Convention Grants Account") established within the Tourist Development Tax Special Revenue Fund to receive the funding allocated to the Plan subcomponent described in subsection 666.108(b)(3)(vi) to be used for convention grant awards. The Convention Grants Account shall be created pursuant to Section 111.600, Ordinance Code, and any convention grant awards funded from this account shall not require further City Council approval.

Section 6.

Amending the Tourist Development Council Grant Guidelines.  The Tourist Development Council Grant Guidelines (“Grant Guidelines”) attached hereto as Exhibit 3 are hereby amended.  Unless otherwise provided in this ordinance, any additional amendments to the Grant Guidelines shall require approval by the City Council.
Section 7.

Codification Instructions.  The Codifier and the Office of General Counsel are authorized to make all chapter and division “tables of contents” consistent with the changes set forth herein.  Such editorial changes and any others necessary to make the Ordinance Code consistent with the intent of this legislation are approved and directed herein, and changes to the Ordinance Code shall be made forthwith and when inconsistencies are discovered.


Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
