RESOLUTION 2019-181
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING the COASTAL CONSERVATION ASSOCIAtion FOR THEIR CONTRIBUTION TO THE starship REEF OFF THE COAST OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Atlantic Ocean off the coast of Jacksonville is a prime spot for offshore recreation including SCUBA diving and fishing; and


WHEREAS, the Coastal Conservation Association, a national non-profit that began in 1977 to help conserve and restore coastal marine resources, has, through its Florida organization, Coastal Conservation Association – Florida, provided a new artificial reef off the coast of Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, Coastal Conservation Association - Florida, with funding from Shell Oil, and in collaboration with the local non-profit TISIRI, initiated the project to construct the reef, known as the Starship Reef, in a location twelve (12) miles off the coast in seventy (70) feet of water, generally halfway in between the mouth of the St. Johns River and the St. Augustine Inlet in the existing Floyd’s Folly permitted reef area; and


WHEREAS, the reef was constructed with donated reef rock transported from California, donated surplus precast concrete and specifically constructed “double Ts” from Gate Precast Concrete, and old concrete pilings donated by Lambs Yacht Center; and


WHEREAS, this project was years in the making and is the largest scale artificial reef project from St. Augustine to Fernandina in almost twenty years; and


WHEREAS, Starship Reef will supply much needed habitat and protection for marine life, and is now open and ready for divers and fishermen to get out to the reef and enjoy it; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and thanks Coastal Conservation Association - Florida for their generous and much-needed efforts in organizing the project and obtaining the donations to construct the Starship Reef.  The City of Jacksonville expresses its heartfelt thanks for their outstanding work.
