RESOLUTION 2019-182-W
A RESOLUTION regarding the extension of runways at craig airport; ENCOURAGING the city and the jacksonville aviation authority to reevaluate the extension of Runways at craig airport; DIRECTING THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO FORWARD COPIES OF THIS RESOLUTION TO the Jacksonville aviation authority; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, Policy 8.1.3 of the Transportation Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan currently states that the City shall continue to support the maintenance of Craig Airport in its current role as a General Aviation Reliever Airport; provided, however, that no further expansion of its runways shall be permitted; and 


WHEREAS, on January 23, 2001, the City Council adopted Resolution 2000-746-A expressing opposition to any extension of any runway at Craig Airport; and 


WHEREAS, on August 12, 2003, the City Council adopted Resolution 2003-829-A, approving the issuance of Jacksonville Airport Authority Revenue Bonds, but expressly excluded any extension of the runways at Craig Airport as a capital project; and


WHEREAS, on September 11, 2007, Resolution 2007-984 was introduced at City Council expressing opposition to any extension of any runway at Craig Airport; however, Resolution 2007-984 was withdrawn by the City Council on January 22, 2008; and 


WHEREAS, on January 8, 2008, the City Council adopted Resolution 2007-1240-A transmitting an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan to the State of Florida for review, striking the prohibition against expanding runways at Craig Airport from the Comprehensive Plan; and 


WHEREAS, on January 22, 2008, Resolution 2008-39 was introduced at City Council supporting Local Bill J-1 which amended the Charter of the Jacksonville Aviation Authority to require that JAA obtain City Council approval by a two-thirds vote of the Council prior to extending any runway at Craig Airport; however, Resolution 2008-39 was withdrawn by the City Council on April 22, 2008; and 


WHEREAS, on March 25, 2008, Ordinance 2008-249 was introduced at City Council to adopt the previously transmitted amendment to the Comprehensive Plan striking the prohibition against expanding runways at Craig Airport from the Comprehensive Plan; however, Ordinance 2008-249 was withdrawn by the City Council on April 8, 2008; and 


WHEREAS, on September 23, 2008, Ordinance 2008-832 was introduced at City Council authorizing the General Counsel to retain Special Counsel to counsel City Council members and to advocate the Council’s opposition to a runway extension at Craig Airport; however, Ordinance 2008-832 was withdrawn by the City Council on November 25, 2008; and 


WHEREAS, on November 10, 2008, the City Council enacted Ordinance 2008-918-E, which amended the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Budget to remove projects related to the Craig Airport runway extension from the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program; and 


WHEREAS, in the last decade, aviation technology has advanced significantly, warranting reevaluation of the impacts of a potential extension of the runways at Craig Airport; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.


Encouraging Reevaluation. The City Council does hereby encourage the City and the Jacksonville Aviation Authority to reevaluate the potential extension of the runways at Craig Airport. 

Section 2.


Direction to Circulate. The Council hereby directs the Legislative Services Division to forward copies of this resolution to the Jacksonville Aviation Authority.

Section 3. 

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
