
TEU AMENDMENT

The Transportation, Energy and Utilities Committee offers the following amendment to File No. 2019-254:
(1) On page 1, line 26, after “FUND;” insert “AMENDING CITY OF JACKSONVILLE FEES AT HTTP://WWW.COJ.NET/FEES TO REFLECT THAT THE Mobility Fee Calculation Certification Extension Fee will be at the same fee as the Concurrency Time Extensions; PROVIDING FOR A DIRECTIVE TO THE LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO CIRCULATE ENACTED LEGISLATION TO THE WEBMASTER FOR IMMEDIATE UPDATE OF FEES ONLINE;”; 
(2) On page 4, lines 26-27, strike “; and an additional” and insert “; and an additional or a”; 
(3) On page 6, line 12½, insert the following:
“Sec. 655.506. - Duration of mobility fee calculation certificate. 
A mobility fee calculation certificate or expedited mobility fee calculation certificate for proposed development of property is valid for one year from the date of issuance, unless it is: 

(a)  Subject to a Mobility Fee Contract per Section 655.508, Ordinance Code , or 

(b)  Extended for one year by the payment, prior to the expiration date, of: the applicable annual inflation adjustments as determined by the Florida Department of Transportation Office of Financial Development.”

the mobility fee calculation certificate extension fee.

Amending City of Jacksonville Fees. The City of Jacksonville’s fees reflected online at http://www.coj.net/fees shall be amended to reflect that the Mobility Fee Calculation Certification Extension Fee will be at the same fee as the Concurrency Time Extensions, which is currently $114.00.
