An ordinance adopting an inventory list identifying city-owned SURPLUS property deemed appropriate for USE as potential affordable housinG pursuant to and as mandated by sectionS 125.379 AND 166.0451, florida statutes, and SECTION 122.423, ORDINANCE CODE; DECLARING THE 189 PARCELS ON THE INVENTORY LIST (THE “SUBJECT PARCELS”) TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING DISPOSITION OF THE SUBJECT PARCELS PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.423 (DISPOSITION FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING), SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS AND EXCHANGES), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION 111.920 (nEIGHBORHOOD sTABILIZATION pROGRAM sPECIAL rEVENUE fUND), pART 9 (nEIGHBORHOOD dEVELOPMENT) OF CHAPTER 111 (spECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS) to repeal section 111.920(b); cREATING A NEW SECTION 111.940 (AFFORDABLE HOUSING sPECIAL rEVENUE fUND), pART 9 (nEIGHBORHOOD dEVELOPMENT) OF CHAPTER 111 (spECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS); AMENDING SECTION 122.423 (DISPOSITION FOR AFFORDABLE HOUSING), SUBPART B (REAL PROPERTY DISPOSITIONS AND EXCHANGES), PART 4 (REAL PROPERTY) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO CORRECT THE CROSS REFERENCE TO THE AFFORDABLE HOUSING SPECIAL REVENUE FUND; providing an effective date.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 125.379, Florida Statutes, the City of Jacksonville/Duval County is required every three years to adopt an inventory list of all real property within the City of Jacksonville/Duval County to which the City/County holds fee simple title that is appropriate for use as potential affordable housing; and

WHEREAS, Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, requires that on or before July 1st of each year, the City Council adopt an Affordable Housing Inventory List; and 

WHEREAS, the Council hereby adopts this ordinance to comply with Sections 125.379 and 166.0451, Florida Statutes, and Section 122.423, Ordinance Code; now therefore,

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of findings.  The recitals set forth above are approved and adopted by the Council.

Section 2.

Purpose and adoption inventory list.  The purpose of this ordinance is to comply with Sections 125.379 and 166.0451, Florida Statutes, and Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, by approving and adopting an inventory list of all real property within the City of Jacksonville to which the City holds fee simple title that is appropriate for use as potential affordable housing.  Therefore, the Council hereby adopts the Affordable Housing Inventory List, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference. 


Section 3.

Declaration of surplus.
The City hereby declares the 189 parcels listed on the Affordable Housing Inventory List (the “Subject Parcels”) to be surplus to the needs of the City. The Real Estate Division has conducted an investigation of needs as required by Section 122.422, Ordinance Code. As a result of that investigation, the Real Estate Division has determined that no need exists for the Subject Parcels either for the City or any independent agency. The Chief of Real Estate, pursuant to Sections 122.422 and 122.423, Ordinance Code, certifies that 1) based on the investigation the City and independent agencies have no need for the Subject Parcels and 2) each of the Subject Parcels meets the affordable housing criteria set forth in Section 122.423(a), Ordinance Code. A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102(g)(1)(Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.


Section 4.

Sale of surplus property pursuant to Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, authorized.  The Subject Parcels shall be disposed of pursuant to the provisions of Section 122.423 (Disposition for Affordable Housing), Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code. No further action by City Council is necessary.

Section 5.

Amending Section 111.920 (Neighborhood Stabilization Program Special Revenue Fund), Part 9 (Neighborhood Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) to repeal Section 111.920(b).  Section 111.920(b) is hereby repealed in its entirety. 

Section 6.

Creating a new Section 111.940 (Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund), Part 9 (Neighborhood Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts).  A new Section 111.940 (Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund), Part 9 (Neighborhood Development), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts) is hereby created to read as follows:

Sec. 111.940.  Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund

There is hereby created the Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund into which all proceeds, less expenses of sale, from the sale of surplus City property deemed appropriate for affordable housing under the provisions of Chapter 122, Part 4, Section 122.423, together with interest earned thereon as a result of investment of the principal thereof, shall be deposited. These funds are hereby appropriated to the Neighborhoods Department for its use toward increasing the availability of affordable housing for low, moderate and middle income households, and these appropriations shall not lapse to the General Fund at the close of any fiscal year but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year. The Director of Finance and Administration, or his designee, is authorized and directed to make disbursements from the Fund upon the written request of the Director of the Neighborhoods Department. The Mayor, or his designee, is authorized to negotiate and execute, in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, contracts and agreements necessary to achieve the purposes of this section; provided, however, that the Director of Finance and Administration shall certify on such contracts or agreements that there are current funds available in the Fund to fund the contract or agreement, and provided further that the Office of General Counsel shall approve such contracts and agreements as to form.

Section 7.

Amending Section 122.423 (Disposition for Affordable Housing), Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, to correct cross reference to Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund.  Section 122.423 (Disposition for Affordable Housing), Subpart B (Real Property Dispositions), Part 4 (Real Property) of Chapter 122 (Public Property), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to correct the cross reference to the Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund.  As amended, Section 122.423 shall read as follows:

Sec. 122.423 Disposition for affordable housing.

(a)  Suitability for affordable housing. Surplus property is appropriate for affordable housing and shall be placed on the affordable housing inventory list if it satisfies the criteria below, and the Real Estate Division may sell or donate the property for use as affordable housing. All sales proceeds of property for use as affordable housing shall be deposited in the Neighborhood Stabilization Program Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund at Section 111.920(b) 111.940, Ordinance Code, for affordable housing purposes. Surplus property that does not satisfy the criteria below is not subject to the provisions of this section. Affordable housing sales or donations may be made for single family development, multi-family development, side lots for adjacent owners, pocket parks, neighborhood supported commercial uses, and similar uses supportive of affordable housing. "Affordable" with respect to residential use has the meaning ascribed to it in Section 420.0004, Florida Statutes, as amended from time to time. The criteria to determine whether property is appropriate for affordable housing are:
